	Personal, social and emotional development 

	*Lots of these skills will be taught or embedded across the terms but the below outlines the explicit teaching (if necessary)
Children’s personal, social and emotional development (PSED) is crucial for children to lead healthy and happy lives, and is fundamental to their cognitive development. Underpinning their personal development are the important attachments that shape their social world. Strong, warm and supportive relationships with adults enable children to learn how to understand their own feelings and those of others. Children should be supported to manage emotions, develop a positive sense of self, set themselves simple goals, have confidence in their own abilities, to persist and wait for what they want and direct attention as necessary. Through adult modelling and guidance, they will learn how to look after their bodies, including healthy eating, and manage personal needs independently. Through supported interaction with other children, they learn how to make good friendships, co-operate and resolve conflicts peaceably. These attributes will provide a secure platform from which children can achieve at school and in later life.

	All areas are interconnected, personal, social and emotional skills are developed throughout the year through adult modelling and guidance. Children will develop many accepts of communication including using gestures, non-verbal communication, facial expressions, body language, appropriate language, and vocabulary; to listen to others, speak to peers and adults and engage in discussions in a positive way.

	The Reception Year provides the foundation for many skills the children will build upon in Year one.
	In Y1-6 children continue to build on feeling special and safe and a part of a class. Rights and responsibilities, rewards and feeling proud and consequences. Making new friends and celebrating the differences in everyone. Setting goals, identifying success and achievements. Tackling new challenges and overcoming obstacles. Keeping myself healthy, keeping clean, being safe, road safety and safety with household items. Belonging to a family, being a good friend, people who help us, changes and growing. 

	Physical Development
Physical activity is vital in children’s all-round development, enabling them to pursue happy, healthy and active lives. Gross and fine motor experiences develop incrementally throughout early childhood, starting with sensory explorations and the development of a child’s strength, co-ordination and positional awareness through tummy time, crawling and play movement with both objects and adults. By creating games and providing opportunities for play both indoors and outdoors, adults can support children to develop their core strength, stability, balance, spatial awareness, co-ordination and agility. Gross motor skills provide the foundation for developing healthy bodies and social and emotional well-being. Fine motor control and precision helps with hand-eye co-ordination, which is later linked to early literacy. Repeated and varied opportunities to explore and play with small world activities, puzzles, arts and crafts and the practice of using small tools, with feedback and support from adults, allow children to develop proficiency, control and confidence.

	Communication and Language

	The development of children’s spoken language underpins all seven areas of learning and development. Children’s back-and-forth interactions from an early age form the foundations for language and cognitive development. The number and quality of the conversations they have with adults and peers throughout the day in a language-rich environment is crucial. By commenting on what children are interested in or doing, and echoing back what they say with new vocabulary added, practitioners will build children's language effectively. Reading frequently to children, and engaging them actively in stories, non-fiction, rhymes and poems, and then providing them with extensive opportunities to use and embed new words in a range of contexts, will give children the opportunity to thrive. Through conversation, story-telling and role play, where children share their ideas with support and modelling from their teacher, and sensitive questioning that invites them to elaborate, children become comfortable using a rich range of vocabulary and language structures.

	The Reception Year provides the foundation for communication and language skills the children will build upon in Year one.
	In Y1-6 children continue to build on the oral language skills developed in the early years foundation stage. Children will develop their competence in spoken language and listening to enhance the effectiveness of their communication across a range of contexts and to a range of audiences. They should therefore have opportunities to work in groups of different sizes – in pairs, small groups, large groups and as a whole class. Pupils should understand how to take turns and when and how to participate constructively in conversations and debates. 
Teachers will pay attention to increasing pupils’ vocabulary, ranging from describing their immediate world and feelings to developing a broader, deeper and richer vocabulary to discuss abstract concepts and a wider range of topics, and enhancing their knowledge about language as a whole. 	SPECIFIC AREAS – Comprehension and Word Reading (Literacy)
It is crucial for children to develop a life-long love of reading. Reading consists of two dimensions: language comprehension and word reading. Language comprehension (necessary for both reading and writing) starts from birth. It only develops when adults talk with children about the world around them and the books (stories and non-fiction) they read with them, and enjoy rhymes, poems and songs together. Skilled word reading, taught later, involves both the speedy working out of the pronunciation of unfamiliar printed words (decoding) and the speedy recognition of familiar printed words. Writing involves transcription (spelling and handwriting) and composition (articulating ideas and structuring them in speech, before writing).

The frequency and range of children’s personal experiences increases their knowledge and sense of the world around them – from visiting our local area to meeting important members of society such as police officers, nurses and firefighters. In addition, listening to a broad selection of stories, non-fiction, rhymes and poems will foster their understanding of our culturally, socially, technologically and ecologically diverse world. As well as building important knowledge, this extends their familiarity with words that support understanding across domains. Enriching and widening children’s vocabulary will support later reading comprehension.

	The Reception Year provides the foundation for many skills the children will build upon in Year one
	In KS1 children will name and locate 7 continents and 5 oceans. Name, locate and identify characteristics of the 4 countries and capital cities of the UK and its surrounding seas. Understand geographical similarities and differences through studying the human and physical geography of a small area of the UK, and of a small area in a contrasting non-European country. Identify seasonal and daily weather patterns in the UK and the location of hot and cold areas of the world in relation to the Equator and the North and South Poles. Use basic geographical vocabulary to refer to key physical features and key human features. Use world maps, atlases and globes to identify the UK and its countries. Use locational and directional language, to describe the location of features and routes on a map. 
In KS1 children will be taught about changes within living memory. Events beyond living memory that are significant nationally or globally [the Great Fire of London). Children will learn about the lives of significant individuals in the past who have contributed to national and international achievements and significant historical events, people and places in their own locality.

In KS1 children will asking simple questions and recognize that they can be answered in different ways, observe closely using simple equipment, perform simple tests, identify and classify using their observations and ideas to suggest answers to questions, gather and record data to help in answering questions. Children will be taught topics including plants, everyday materials, seasonal changes, living things and their habits and animals including humans. 

	SPECIFIC AREAS -Expressive Arts and Design
The development of children’s artistic and cultural awareness supports their imagination and creativity. It is important that children have regular opportunities to engage with the arts, enabling them to explore and play with a wide range of media and materials. The quality and variety of what children see, hear and participate in is crucial for developing their understanding, self-expression, vocabulary and ability to communicate through the arts. The frequency, repetition and depth of their experiences are fundamental to their progress in interpreting and appreciating what they hear, respond to and observe.

	In Year 1 children will continue to learn and progress in the skills of drawing, painting and using mixed media, design, craft, printing, using 3D sculpture and digitally. Children will continue to develop and hare ideas, learn about artists, craftspeople and designers, experience imagination, identify similarities and differences int their work and the work of others. 

	SPECIFIC AREAS – Maths
Developing a strong grounding in number is essential so that all children develop the necessary building blocks to excel mathematically. Children should be able to count confidently, develop a deep understanding of the numbers to 10, the relationships between them and the patterns within those numbers. By providing frequent and varied opportunities to build and apply this understanding - such as using manipulatives, including small pebbles and tens frames for organising counting - children will develop a secure base of knowledge and vocabulary from which mastery of mathematics is built. In addition, it is important that the curriculum includes rich opportunities for children to develop their spatial reasoning skills across all areas of mathematics including shape, space and measures. It is important that children develop positive attitudes and interests in mathematics, look for patterns and relationships, spot connections, ‘have a go’, talk to adults and peers about what they notice and not be afraid to make mistakes.

	Pupils will build on previous experiences of number from their home and nursery environments, and further develop their subitising and counting skills. They will explore the composition of numbers within 5. They will begin to compare sets of objects and use the language of comparison.  

Pupils will: 

• identify when a set can be subitised and when counting is needed 

• subitise different arrangements, both unstructured and structured, including using the Hungarian number frame  

• make different arrangements of numbers within 5 and talk about what they can see, to develop their conceptual subitising skills 

• spot smaller numbers ‘hiding’ inside larger numbers

connect quantities and numbers to finger patterns and explore different ways of representing numbers on their fingers 

• hear and join in with the counting sequence, and connect this to the ‘staircase’ pattern of the counting numbers, seeing that each number is made of one more than the previous number 

• develop counting skills and knowledge, including: that the last number in the count tells us ‘how many’ (cardinality); to be accurate in counting, each thing must be counted once and once only and in any order; the need for 1:1 correspondence; understanding that anything can be counted, including actions and sounds  

• compare sets of objects by matching  

• begin to develop the language of ‘whole’ when talking about objects which have parts
	Pupils will continue to develop their subitising and counting skills and explore the composition of numbers within and beyond 5. They will begin to identify when two sets are equal or unequal and connect two equal groups to doubles. They will begin to connect quantities to numerals.

Pupils will:  

• continue to develop their subitising skills for numbers within and beyond 5, and increasingly connect quantities to numerals 

• begin to identify missing parts for numbers within 5 

• explore the structure of the numbers 6 and 7 as ‘5 and a bit’ and connect this to finger patterns and the Hungarian number frame 

• focus on equal and unequal groups when comparing numbers 

understand that two equal groups can be called a ‘double’ and connect this to finger patterns 

• sort odd and even numbers according to their ‘shape’ 

• continue to develop their understanding of the counting sequence and link cardinality and ordinality through the ‘staircase’ pattern 

• order numbers and play track games  

• join in with verbal counts beyond 20, hearing the repeated pattern within the counting numbers 


	Pupils will consolidate their counting skills, counting to larger numbers and developing a wider range of counting strategies. They will secure knowledge of number facts through varied practice. 
Pupils will: 

• continue to develop their counting skills, counting larger sets as well as counting actions and sounds 

• explore a range of representations of numbers, including the 10-frame, and see how doubles can be arranged in a 10-frame 

• compare quantities and numbers, including sets of objects which have different attributes 

• continue to develop a sense of magnitude, e.g. knowing that 8 is quite a lot more than 2, but 4 is only a little bit more than 2 

begin to generalise about ‘one more than’ and ‘one less than’ numbers within 10 

• continue to identify when sets can be subitised and when counting is necessary 

• develop conceptual subitising skills including when using a rekenrek  
	-Have a deep understanding of number to 10, including the composition of each number. 

-Subitise (recognise quantities without counting) up to 5.

-Automatically recall (without reference to rhymes, counting or other aids) number bonds up to 5 (including subtraction facts) and some number bonds to 10, including double facts
Verbally count beyond 20, recognising the pattern of the counting system. • Compare quantities up to 10 in different contexts, recognising when one quantity is greater than, less than or the same as the other quantity. • Explore and represent patterns within numbers up to 10, including evens and odds, double facts and how quantities can be distributed equally. 

	Ongoing Mathematics Skill Development throughout the year
	· Link the number symbol with its cardinal number value Count beyond ten. 
· Compare numbers Understand the ‘one more/one less than’ relationship between consecutive numbers 
· Compare length, weight, and capacity. Select, rotate, and manipulate shapes to develop spatial reasoning skills. 
· Compose and decompose shapes so that children recognise a shape can have other shapes within it, just as numbers can.

	The Reception Year provides the foundation for mathematical skills the children will build upon in Year one.
	Children in Year 1 will be taught number and place value within 20, addition and subtraction within 20, following onto number and place value within 100 and addition and subtraction within 100. Fractions, multiplication and division, comparing and estimation, shape, money, time and positional language.
